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Here is the story of David vs. Goliath, and
a 1920s mining camp owner who struggles
to obtain and operate a 4th Class Post Office
high in the Colorado Rockies.

Edward Genter’soriginal correspondence with
Post Office and Railway Mail Service officials
doesn’t pull any punches as he tells about
his problems, often with wit and sarcasm.

It's fun, it’s interesting, and it belongs on every
postal history collector’s bookshelf.

It was a far cry from the “Fast Mail”
image Americans had of railroad mail, shown in a
1901 stamp, upper right.
